ABT and MAP external assessments

assessments were conducted for students from Grades 3
to 11 to measure their skills in English language, reading,
science, and mathematics. These external assessments
will not only yield valuable data regarding our students’
academic performance, but they will also assist our
Arabic and English teachers in planning the next steps
necessary for ensuring the continued progress of all
students across all grades.
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Furthermore, throughout the term, the classrooms
focused on enhancing students’ Arabic and English
reading, writing, and comprehension skills. This was
accomplished by utilizing the Kutubee, Oxford, SAVVAS,
and Pearson programs, along with the KHAN Academy
and PISA-associated portals and applications.
