Subject: School Bags Policy and Stationery Requirements for 2024-25

Dear Parents and Guardians,

As we begin the new academic year, it is important to
ensure that all students are prepared for their daily
school activities while also prioritizing their health and
well-being. Below are the guidelines and policies related
to school bags, stationery, and the distribution of text
and copy books for the 2024-25 school year.

School Bags Policy:

In line with the school’s commitment to student health
and in accordance with ADEK’s regulations, we kindly
remind you that the weight of your child’s school bag
should not exceed the recommended limits based on
their grade level. This is to avoid any potential long-term
effects on their spine and overall physical health.

The maximum allowed weight for school bags by grade
is as follows:
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GRADE THE MAXIMUM GRADE THE MAXIMUM

KG1 2.2 kg Grade 5 4.1kg
KG2 2.4 kg Grade 6 4.5 kg
GRADE 1 2.6 kg Grade 7 5.0 kg
GRADE 2 3.0kg Grade 8 5.8 kg
GRADE 3 3.4 kg Grade 9 6.5 kg
GRADE 4 3.8kg Grade 10-12 7.3 kg
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Please note:

Trolley bags are not allowed in school. Students are
required to carry backpacks that are ergonomically
designed, with wide, padded, and adjustable straps to
distribute weight evenly.

Students must bring only the necessary stationery and
books required for the day. This helps to minimize the
weight of the school bag.

Books and copybooks will be distributed during the first
two weeks of school.

Teachers will not send home all books daily. This is to
ensure that students’ bags remain light and
manageable. Only the materials needed for homework
or study will be sent home.

Stationery Requirements:

Students are expected to bring their required stationery
items to school every day. This includes pencils, pens,
erasers, rulers, notebooks, and any other materials
specified by their teachers. Ensuring that your child is
prepared with the necessary supplies will contribute to
a smooth and effective learning experience.

Books and Copybooks:

As mentioned, all books and copybooks will be
distributed within the first two weeks of school. It is
important that these are properly covered and labelled
to prevent damage and to make it easier for students to
keep track of their materials. Heads of Departments and
the Principal will monitor students copy book. Parents
are encouraged to regularly check their children’s books
and copybooks to ensure they remain in good condition
and are well-organized.

Students will only be allowed to use pencils in their math
copy books. From grades 1-7, students will use pencils in
all subject copy books. Students in grades 8-12 will only
be allowed to use a black pen in subjects other than
Mathematics.
