Dear Parents and Guardians,

In light of the numerous changes regarding university
admissions and the ambiguity surrounding end-of-
school diplomas, it is essential to thoroughly review
the school's modifications and accommodations for
students facing learning barriers and those gifted and
talented.

In our commitment to providing optimal support for
students identified with learning barriers as outlined
in their Individual Education Plans for Inclusion (IEPs)
and those with special specific inclusion needs, we
have concluded that a differentiated report card will
no longer be utilized. This decision aims to enhance
their prospects for success in the future.

Therefore, a standardized report card will be issued to

all students. While specific grade-level Common Core
Curriculum Standards will be employed for each
student and grade, students with Individualized
Education Programs (IEPs) who encounter challenges
in their learning processes will receive tailored and
supportive opportunities that promote equity and
inclusion. These accommodations will ensure they can
effectively engage in their assighments and tasks,
allowing them to reach their full potential in a

conducive educational environment.

Please note: Individualized Education Plans (IEPs) will
be reviewed each term with teachers and parents to
the student's educational

We will implement the necessary accommodations
during assessments to help students with individual
education plans (IEPs) effectively demonstrate their
knowledge and skills.
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Accommodations for IEP Students in Assessment
Settings:

In order to support students with Individualized
Education Programs (IEPs), several accommodations
will be implemented during Common Core grade-level
assessments:

1. Extended Time:

Students with IEPs will be granted additional time to
complete assessments, alleviating anxiety and allowing
for comprehensive responses.

2. Flexible Test Formats:

Students who encounter barriers to learning will have
access to various assessment formats, including oral
presentations and visual aids.

3. Breaks During Assessments:

Teachers will facilitate short breaks for students as
necessary throughout more extended assessments to
help mitigate issues related to focus and fatigue.

4. Use of Technology for IEP students:

Teachers will permit the use of technology, when
appropriate, to enhance accessibility.

5. Modified Environment:

Where necessary, teachers will provide a quiet space or
smaller group setting for assessments to minimize
distractions.

6. Clarification of Questions:

Students with IEPs will be encouraged to seek
clarification on assessment questions to ensure a
thorough understanding of the tasks at hand.

For gifted and talented students, the questions
presented will be thoughtfully varied to challenge their

existing knowledge and foster the development of
advanced problem-solving skills and critical thinking
abilities. This approach will incorporate open-ended
guestions, real-world scenarios, and interdisciplinary
challenges that require students to analyze, evaluate,
and synthesize information from different sources. The
aim is to engage these gifted and talented students in
deeper learning experiences that stimulate their
intellectual curiosity and encourage innovative
thinking.
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7. Alternative Assessment Methods:

Educators will explore other assessment strategies,
such as project-based assessments or portfolios,
allowing IEP and Gifted and Talented students to
demonstrate knowledge and skills over an extended
period.

8. Type of questioning strategies:

Educators will refine the methods of questioning posed
to students with IEPs and those Gifted and Talented
students to clarify expectations. Additionally, those
with IEPs will utilize larger font sizes when necessary to
enhance comprehension for these students.

These accommodations are thoughtfully crafted to
empower students with Individualized Education
Programs (IEPs) and those identified as Gifted and
Talented, enabling them to reach their full potential.
The aim is to create a nurturing and inclusive
educational environment. Additionally, this approach
ensures a uniform and consistent system for student
reporting, allowing grades to accurately reflect each
student's unique level of attainment and achievements.
